Costumes

Please do not launder, dry clean, or wear costumes before Dress Rehearsal and the Performance. After
the show, costumes are the students’ to keep. Only assigned accessories may be worn. No jewelry, nail
polish, or visible undergarments are to be worn with costumes. If your dancer would like, they may wear a
nude leotard with clear straps underneath their costume. Boys should wear supportive underwear.

Hair and Makeup

Stage lights are very bright and can wash out facial features. To see every dancer’s sparkling eyes and smile,
students should wear makeup for both the Dress Rehearsal and Performance. A video of appropriate hair and
makeup for each class will be emailed to every family in early May.

Backstage Helpers

Each Combo, Pre-level, Level 1, and Adaptive class needs a Backstage Helper for
Dress Rehearsal and the Performance. These volunteers will be responsible for
helping with any last-minute costume, shoe, hair, or makeup issues, as well as
escorting the dancers to the restroom, and to and from the backstage area.

The Backstage Helper will be able to watch the dance from the wings. Please let

Ms. Brenna or Ms. Rachael know if you can commit to being the Backstage Helper for
the Dress Rehearsal and the Performance. Classes that do not have a backstage
helper will not be able to perform.

Mandatory Dress Rehearsal

Dress Rehearsal for this year’'s Spring Performance will be held on Saturday, May 16 at the Don Tew at
Leander High School, from 11:00am-6:00pm. Since the Dress Rehearsal is extremely important to the
success of the performance, attendance is mandatory. Dress Rehearsal is only open to ABDC students and
staff. Each student is allowed only one (1) parent/guardian in the theater. Only dancers, ABDC staff, LHS staff,
and Backstage Helpers will be allowed in the dressing rooms or backstage during Dress Rehearsal.

Students must come dressed in their costumes, complete with hair and makeup done. You will drop off
your child in the lobby. Your student will be checked in via the Show Sculptor system and parents will
receive text notifications when their dancers are checked in at drop-off and checked out at pick-up. Each
student will be released for pickup in the lobby at the end of their Dress Rehearsal time slot to the adult
who dropped them off (unless prior arrangements have been communicated with staff).

You can find your assigned rehearsal time slot(s) on the Dress Rehearsal Schedule on the next page. It will
also be posted in the studio. Please check the schedule and plan to arrive 20 minutes before your class’
projected rehearsal time. Do not be late, or you will miss your rehearsal. Out of respect to all participants and
production staff, dances will be performed in the specific order and time they are assigned. We are unable to
wait for missing or late students and cannot alter the order in which dances are rehearsed. We have the
facility and tech crew for a set amount of time, so we must stay on schedule.

Food and drinks are not allowed inside the theater. Food is not allowed in the dressing rooms or backstage;
however, your child may bring water only in a spill-proof container to the dressing rooms with them during
Dress Rehearsal.

Performance Day!

Art Beat Dance Center’s Spring Performance will be held on Sunday, May 17 at the Don Tew at Leander High
School, at 3:00pm. Students must arrive one hour before, at 2pm, in their costumes, with hair and makeup
done. Combo, Pre-level, and Adaptive classes may arrive at 2:30pm. You will drop off your child in the
lobby with the same check-in protocol as the Dress Rehearsal. Each student will be released for pickup in the
lobby at the END of the performance to the one (1) adult who attended the dancer drop-off. Please have only
one (1) designated adult pick up each dancer to alleviate congestion. It gets VERY crowded in the lobby
after the show. Please encourage your family to wait outside if the weather permits to make the check-out
process easier on everyone.

Dancers are to remain backstage for the duration of the show. We will have activities available, but you
may wish to send a book with your child. We do not recommend sending tablets or gaming systems with
students, as we cannot be responsible for lost or damaged property. All students will be under the
supervision of responsible adults and will be safe for the length of the performance. Only dancers, ABDC
staff, LHS staff, and Backstage Helpers will be allowed in the dressing room or backstage during the
Performance. If you are needed during the show for any reason, an ABDC staff member or Backstage Helper
will come find you.

Food and drinks are not allowed inside the theater. Food is not allowed in the dressing rooms or backstage;
however, your child may bring water only in a spill-proof container to the dressing rooms with them during
the Performance.



Photography and Videography

Photography and videography during the show are strictly prohibited, as it is a distraction and safety concern

for our performers. You get to just sit back and enjoy!

Costume portraits will be done by Photographers
of Westlake on Saturday, May 9 at the studio. If
you wish to have portraits made of you/your
dancer, please sign up for a time slot HERE. All
orders will be handled by Photographers of
Westlake via the web.

Performance Tickets

All audience members will need a ticket to see the Performance. Two (2) tickets per
family are included in the Performance Fee you already paid. These tickets will be
distributed when you/your student’s costume is sent home. Additional tickets may be
purchased through the Art Beat Dance Center App or on our website for $15 each in
advance, starting on April 13. Tickets at the door on event day will be $20 each.
Audience members aged 2 and under are free, provided they will be sitting on an adult’s

Parents are not
permitted to pick their dancer up mid-show.

e We hope you will not need to leave the auditorium once the show has begun; however, if you find it
necessary to leave, please exit and enter the auditorium between dances, as the outside lighting is a
distraction to the dancers on stage.

o When everyone puts the dancers first, the performance experience is one they’ll never forget! We
appreciate your compliance with the guidelines in this packet and hope that “The Beat Goes On” will
be as fun and exciting for you as it is for all our staff. Thank you for working with us to create a
memorable experience for our whole community!
